Coordinated by Southside Community Services the initiative aims to give local community groups access to the knowledge, experience and skills of community members to assist them in the development of services or events that will be of benefit to the wider community.

To become a valued Volunteer you need to complete, sign & return to the Shine a Light Community Development Worker: 
1. The Offer of Expertise

2. The Conditions of Engagement 

3. A short personal biography

Be assured your information will be maintained in accordance with the Privacy Act 1988 National Privacy Principles in a Southside Community Services database.

Through the Shine a Light Community Development Worker as the initial contact point, local community groups will have access to your skills and expertise, but not your personal information.

Where it appears you may be able to help a particular community group the Community Development Worker will contact you outlining the project and what has been requested.  You can then consider the offer and advise the Community Development Worker of your interest and availablility.

On agreeing to assist, Southside Community Services will provide you with information to enable to you contact the community group to set up an initial meeting and provide you with a Shine a Light identification card.  At this initial meeting you will be able to explore, in more depth, their needs and what you can offer & the time frame for the project.  It is suggested that you record what is agreed at this meeting and advise the Community Development Worker of the outcome.

The next phase is for you and the community organisation to work together to achieve the objectives of the project.  Please keep the Community Development Worker informed of the progress on a regular basis.

Should it become evident that the community group needs further assistance beyond what you can offer please advise the Community Development Worker.

On completion please advise Southside Community Services & include a summary of the project.
